ral predominant, socializarea devenind pozitivd sau negativd
ca urmare a preexistentei unui complex de factori sociali care
determind sau favorizeazi orientarea antisociald a persona-
litatii infractorului.

The process of human personality formation is often as-
similated with its socialization, that means the process of
endowing the personality with social qualities, establishing
social interactions, forming consciousness and social guid-
ance system, social inclusion and adaptation to it, acquiring
certain functions and social roles, etc. During the biological
and social maturation, the individual forms his own person-
ality by learning and gradually assimilating the predominant
sociocultural model, socialization becoming positive or nega-
tive due to the preexistence of a complex of social factors that
determine or favor the antisocial orientation of the offender’s
personality.

Keywords: personality, biological factors (exogens), social
factors (exogens), socialization, psychological alienation, antiso-
cial orientation.

Introducere. Evolutia istorica a crimino-
logiei ne dovedeste ca cele mai acute discutii au
fost §i sunt purtate pe marginea problemei celor
ce comit infractiuni. In functie de conditiile soci-
al-istorice, necesitatile practice si nivelul dezvol-
tarii stiintei, subiectul in cauza se aborda in mod
divers prin prisma solutionarii unui sir de proble-
me, cum ar fi: importanta cunoasterii personalita-
tii infractorului, care este rolul acesteia in geneza
infractiunii, in ce fel trebuie influentat asupra ei
pentru neadmiterea faptelor infractionale etc. In
acest sens, identificarea si cunoasterea respective-
lor aspecte au o insemnitate esentiald pentru pro-
cesul prevenirii si combaterii criminalitatii.

Trasaturile care caracterizeazd persoanele
ce au comis infractiuni apar in cadrul vietii indi-
vidului si au la bazd anumite particularitati psiho-

Introduction. The historical evolution of
criminology proves to us that the most acute dis-
cussions have been and are being held on the issue
of those who commit crimes. Depending on the
social-historical conditions, the practical needs
and the level of development of science, the sub-
jectin question is approached differently through
the prism of solving a series of problems, such as:
the importance of knowing the offender’s person-
ality, what is its role in the genesis of the crime,
how it must be influenced for the non-admission
of criminal acts, etc. In this sense, the identifica-
tion and knowledge of those aspects have an es-
sential significance for the process of preventing
and combating of crimes.

The features that characterize people who
have committed crimes appear during the life of
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fiziologice. Aceste particularitati au un caracter
neutru si doar in functie de imprejurarile vietii si
educatiei sau a altor circumstante sociale capita
un continut concret, adici insusiri social-utile sau
negative.

Personalitatea reprezinta calitatea sociald
a omului, care nu se dobandeste din momentul
nagterii, ci se formeaza in procesul relatiilor soci-
ale, fiind un produs al socializirii individului. In
acelasi timp, omul este un produs al unei duble
determinatii, deoarece natura sa este biosociala.
Biologicul include legaturile genetice ale omului
si se afld in raport de ,subordonare” fati de relati-
ile sociale. Bineinteles, trasaturile sociale includ si
elementele de natura biologica, inclusiv psiholo-
gicd, din care considerente acestea nu dispar si nu
pot fi excluse din esenta sociald a personalitatii.
Prin urmare, esenta personalitatii este forma indi-
viduala de existenta a relatiilor sociale, iar perso-
nalitatea infractorului este un fenomen particular
— formi individuald a relatiilor sociale negative.

Metode si materiale aplicate. Elabora-
rea acestui articol stiintific a fost posibild datori-
ta utilizarii materialului teoretic si doctrinar cu
referire la personalitatea infractorului, inclusiv
a celui juvenil, reflectat in lucrarile savantilor si
specialistilor in domeniul criminologiei, psiho-
logiei si sociologiei. De asemenea, la cercetarea
respectivului subiect au fost aplicate mai multe
metode de investigare stiintifica specifice teoriei
dreptului i criminologiei: metoda logici, metoda
analizei comparative, analiza sistemici etc.

Rezultate obtinute si discutii. In linii ge-
nerale, poate fi spus cd personalitatea infractoru-
lui reprezinta un sistem stabil de calitati si trasa-
turi biopsihosociale ale persoanei, care au aparut
si se dezvoltid sub influenta conditiilor nefavorabi-
le ale mediului social, manifestindu-se in exterior
prin prisma constiintei si vointei individului sub
forma comiterii infractiunilor si a altor fapte ile-
gale sau amorale.

Elementele ereditare individuale care con-
stituie premisa formarii personalititii sunt influ-
entate esential de conditiile sociale, economice,
culturale si politice in care se dezvolti fiinta uma-
na. Structura psihologica a individului nu poate fi
inteleasa fara infrastructura biologici pe care ea se

the individual and are based on certain psycho-
physiological particularities. These particularities
have a neutral character and only according to
the circumstances of life and education or other
social circumstances acquire a concrete content,
meaning social-useful or negative characteristics.

Personality represents the social quality of
a human, which is not acquired from birth, but is
formed in the process of social relations, being a
product of socialization of the individual. At the
same time, a human is a product of a double de-
termination, because his nature is biosocial. Biol-
ogy includes the genetic ties of a human and it is
in a relationship of “subordination” to social rela-
tions. Of course, social traits also include biologi-
cal elements, including the one of psychological
nature, for which reasons they do not disappear
and cannot be excluded from the social essence
of the personality. Therefore, the essence of per-
sonality is the individual form of existence of so-
cial relations, and the personality of the oftender
is a particular phenomenon - individual form of
negative social relations.

Applied methods and materials. The
elaboration of this scientific article was possible
due to the use of theoretical and doctrinal mate-
rial with reference to the personality of the of-
fender, including the juvenile one, reflected in the
works of scientists, and specialists in the field of
criminology, psychology and sociology. Also, sev-
eral methods of scientific investigation specific to
the theory of law and criminology were applied to
the research of the respective subject: the logical
method, the method of comparative analysis, the
systematic analysis, etc.

Results obtained and discussions.
general, it can be said that the offender’s personal-
ity is a stable system of bio-psychosocial qualities

and traits of the person, which appeared and de-
veloped under the influence of unfavorable social
conditions, externally manifesting through the
conscience and will of the individual in the form of
committing crimes and other illegal or amoral acts.

The individual hereditary elements that
constitute the premise of personality formation
are essentially influenced by the social, economic,
cultural and political conditions in which the hu-



ycladeste” siin afara suprastructurii sociale in care
ea se integreaza.

Datoritd interactiunilor permanente care
au loc intre factorii endogeni (individuali) si cei
exogeni (sociali) , personalitatea nu este o structu-
rd staticd, ci una dinamici, despre care se stie ca
se formeaza pana in jurul vérstei de 25 de ani si
continud si evolueze in timp, intr-un ritm care de-
pinde de relevanta factorilor exogeni [3, p. 118].

In realitate, este recunoscut faptul ci per-
sonalitatea infractorului si latura ei criminogena
derivi de la sdvarsirea de catre aceasta a infractiu-
nii. Astfel, poate fi spus ca aspectul criminogen al
personalititii apare si dispare impreuna cu infrac-
tiunea. Latura criminogend a personalitatii uma-
ne poate fi perceputd nu numai ca un rezultat, ci
si ca un proces de formare a ei. Inceputul acestui
proces isi are originea cu mult inainte de comite-
rea infractiunii, iar finalizarea lui nu coincide in-
totdeauna cu consumarea faptei infractionale.

Procesul formdrii personalitditii umane este
asimilat de multe ori cu socializarea ei, adica pro-
cesul de inzestrare a personalititii cu calititi so-
ciale, stabilirea interactiunilor sociale, formarea
congtiintei si sistemului de orientare social, inca-
drarea in mediul social si adaptarea la el, insugirea
anumitor functii si roluri sociale etc.

In perioada maturizirii biologice si soci-
ale, individul isi formeaza propria personalitate
prin invitarea i asimilarea treptata a modelului
sociocultural predominant, socializarea devenind
pozitiva sau negativd ca urmare a preexistentei
unui complex de factori sociali care determini sau
favorizeazi orientarea antisociald a personalitatii
infractorului. Prin urmare, orientarea sociologici
in criminologie a produs teoria care acorda facto-
rilor de mediu (sociali) o importanta primordiala.

Socializarea personalitdtii ca un proces ac-
tiv nu se prelungeste intreaga viata, ci numai pe-
rioada in care are loc perceperea complexului de
norme, roluri i valori sau, altfel spus, in decursul
duratei de timp necesar pentru formarea indivi-
dului ca personalitate.

In cadrul cercetirilor criminologice este
importantd analiza personalitatii in interactiune
cu mediul social, deoarece comportamentul in-
fractional nu este determinat de personalitate sau
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man being develops. The psychological structure
of the individual cannot be understood without
the biologic infrastructure on which it is “built”
and outside the social superstructure in which it
is integrated.

Due to the permanent interactions that
take place between endogenous factors (individ-
ual) and those exogenous (social), personality is
not a static structure, but a dynamic one, which is
known to form until the age of 25 and continues
to evolve over the time, at a pace that depends on
the relevance of exogenous factors [3, p. 118].

In reality, it is acknowledged that the of-
fender’s personality and its criminogenic side de-
rive from the commission of crime. Thus, it can
be said that the criminogenic aspect of the per-
sonality appears and disappears together with the
crime. The criminogenic side of the human per-
sonality can be perceived not only as a result, but
also as a process of its formation. The beginning
of this process has its origin long before the com-
mission of the crime, and its completion does not
always coincide with the consummation of the
criminal act.

The process of human personality formation
is often assimilated with its socialization, mean-
ing the process of endowing the personality with
social qualities, establishing social interactions,
formation of consciousness and the system of so-
cial orientation, social inclusion and adaption to
it, acquiring of certain social functions and roles,
etc.

During the period of biological and social
maturation, the individual forms his own person-
ality through learning and gradual assimilation
of the predominant sociocultural model, social-
ization becoming positive or negative due to the
pre-existence of a complex of social factors that
determine or favor the antisocial orientation of
the offender’s personality. Therefore, sociologi-
cal orientation in criminology has produced the
theory that attaches paramount importance to
environmental (social) factors.

Personality socializing as an active process
does not continue the whole life, but only during
the period in which the perception of the complex
of norms takes place, as well as of roles and values
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de mediu, fiind doar un rezultat al interactiunii lor
(S, p. 121].

Dintre componentele mediului social care
exerciti o influentd esentiali asupra formarii
personalitatii individului, atentia criminologiei
s-a focusat mai ales pe familie, microgrupe sociale,
scoald si locul de muncd (profesie).

Poate fi evidentiatd socializarea primarj,
asa-numita socializare a copilului, i cea interme-
diard, care presupune trecerea de la adolescenta
la maturitate, adicd perioada de la 17-18 pana la
23-25 de ani.

Un rol important in formarea personalitatii
il are socializarea primard, cand copilul asimileaza
incd incongtient modelele si manierele de com-
portament, reactiile tipice ale celor maturi la une-
le probleme si situatii. Datele investigatiilor psi-
hologice cu privire la personalitatea infractorilor
denoti ci individul maturizat reproduce deseori
in comportamentele sale ceea ce s-a intiparit in
psihicul sdu in perioada copilariei. Spre exemplu,
acesta poate solutiona conflictele intr-un mod
agresiv cu aplicarea fortei fizice, conform mode-
lului in care actionau anterior parintii sai.

Asadar, familia constituie prima cale de so-
cializare a individului. Grup social primar, celula
de bazi a societitii, familia oferd cadrul cel mai
propice de transmitere a modelelor, normelor
si valorilor de comportament individual in plina
formare. Primii pasi de transformare a fiintei bi-
ologice in fiinta umana au loc in cadrul familiei.
Primele experiente de viatd, primul contact social,
primele notiuni cu privire la datorie, la responsa-
bilitate, primele reguli de comportament, omul le
invata in familie [4].

Actualmente sunt acumulate numeroase
informatii cu privire la familiile delincventilor,
in mare parte acestea referindu-se la datele soci-
ologice si social-demografice (componenta fami-
liei, caracteristica generald a relatiilor de familie,
nivelul de educatie si culturi al parintilor, comi-
terea de citre ei a unor fapte amorale sau ilegale
etc.). Totusi aceastd categorie de informatii nu
ofera intotdeauna o posibilitate reald de a explica
provenienta comportamentului infractional.

Desi in societatea zilelor noastre existd un
numir mare de familii nefavorabile (unde parin-

or, in other words, during the time required for
the formation of the individual as a personality.

Within criminological research, it is impor-
tant to analyze the personality in interaction with
the social environment, because the criminal be-
havior is not determined by the personality or the
environment, being only a result of their interac-
tion [S, p. 121].

Among the components of the social en-
vironment that execute an essential influence
on the formation of the individual’s personality,
the attention of criminology has focused mainly
on the family, social micro groups, school and work
(profession).

The primary socialization, the so-called so-
cialization of the child, and the intermediate one
can be highlighted, which implies the transition
from adolescence to adulthood, meaning the pe-
riod from 17-18 to 23-2§ years old.

An important role in the formation of the
personality has the primary socialization, when the
child still unconsciously assimilates the models
and manners of behavior, the typical reactions of
the adults to some problems and situations. The
data of psychological investigations regarding the
personality of criminals show that the mature in-
dividual often reproduces in his behaviors what
was imprinted in his mind during childhood. For
example, he can resolve conflicts aggressively with
the application of physical force, according to the
model in which his parents previously acted.

Therefore, the family is the first way of so-
cializing the individual. Primary social group,
the basic cell of society, the family provides the
most favorable framework for transmitting mod-
els, norms and values of individual behavior in
full formation. The first steps of transforming the
biological being into a human being take place
within the family. The first life experiences, the
first social contact, the first notions about duty,
responsibility, the first rules of behavior, a human
learns within the family [4].

Huge amount of information is currently
accumulated about the families of delinquents,
mostly referring to sociological and socio-demo-
graphic data (family composition, general charac-
teristic of family relations, parents’ level of educa-



tii sivarsesc fapte amorale, infractionale) sau in-
complete, multi originari ai unor asemenea familii
practic nu comit incilciri de lege, inclusiv infrac-
tiuni. Astfel, lipsa unuia dintre parinti sau com-
portamentul amoral ori ilegal al acestuia nu influ-
enteaza intotdeauna asupra formarii personaliti-
tii infractorului. De aceea rolul decisiv in procesul
respectiv ii revine nu doar componentei familiei,
relatiilor dintre parinti, comportamentului lor
amoral sau delincvent, ci atitudinii emotionale a
acestora fata de copil, acceptarea sau, dimpotriva,
respingerea lui [6,p.170-171].

Poate fi adus exemplul mai multor familii
in care parintii comit incalcari de lege, insi atitu-
dinea lor emotionala fatd de copii se distinge prin-
tr-un grad inalt de afectiune. Din aceste conside-
rente, lipsa unor atare relatii in copilarie determi-
nd in mare misurd comportamentul inadecvat al
individului in viitor.

Deci climatul conjugal, calitatea relatiilor
dintre soti, pe de o parte, si dintre acestia si copii,
pe de alta parte, au o importanti deosebita in for-
marea personalititii copilului. Un cuplu armoni-
os, o familie uniti, o afectiune autenticd acordati
copilului constituie premisele unei socializiri po-
zitive. Si viceversa, un climat conjugal tensionat,
certurile, starile conflictuale frecvente dintre soti
sau dintre parinti §i copii vor influenta negativ
asupra formirii personalititii minorului.

Instriinarea psihologica a copilului de ca-
tre parinti nu constituie o cauza unici de formare
a personalitatii infractorului. Deseori, aceasta are
loc si pe alte cii, cum ar fi cazurile cand copilul
sau adolescentul are legituri emotionale cu pa-
rintii, dar anume acestea ii demonstreazi relatiile
dispretuitoare fatd de interdictiile morale sau ju-
ridice (diferite modele de comportament amoral
sau ilegal, cum ar fi consumul sistematic si abuziv
de biuturi alcoolice, substante narcotice, initierea
unor actiuni huliganice etc.). Ca urmare, copilul
asimileaza usor aceste modele de comportament
care, la rAndul lor, il stimuleaza ulterior s comita
unele fapte delincvente prin reproducerea mode-
lelor asimilate.

Comportamentul parintilor care se carac-
terizeaza prin cinste, onestitate, respect fata de
munci si valorile sociale va constitui un exemplu
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tion and culture, committing of amoral or illegal
acts by them, etc.). However, this category of in-
formation does not always offer a real possibility
to explain the origin of criminal behavior.

Although today’s society has a large num-
ber of unfavorable families (where parents com-
mit amoral, criminal acts) or incomplete ones,
many members of such families do not practice
violations of the law, including crimes. Thus, the
absence of one of the parents or his or her amoral
or illegal behavior does not always influence the
formation of the offender’s personality. There-
fore, the decisive role in the respective process
belongs not only to the family composition, to
the relations between the parents, to their amoral
or delinquent behavior, but also to the emotional
attitude towards the child, their acceptance or, on
the contrary, their rejection [6, p. 170-171].

The example of many families in which
parents commit violations may be cited, but their
emotional attitude toward children is distin-
guished by a high degree of affection. For these
reasons, the lack of such relationships in child-
hood largely determines the inappropriate behav-
ior of the individual in the future.

So the conjugal climate, the quality of the
relations between the spouses, on the one hand,
and between them and the children, on the other
hand, have a special importance in the formation
of the child’s personality. Harmonious couples,
united family, genuine affection given to the child
are the premises of the positive socialization.
Conversely, a tense marital climate, quarrels,
frequents conflicts between spouses or between
parents and children will negatively influence the
formation of the minor’s personality.

The psychological alienation of the child by
the parents is not a single cause of formation of
the offender’s personality. This often happens in
other ways, such as when the child or adolescent
has emotional ties with parents, but they demon-
strate their contemptuous relationship to moral
or legal prohibitions (different patterns of amoral
or illegal behavior, such as systematic and abusive
consumption of alcoholic beverages, narcotic
substances, initiation of hooligan actions, etc.).
As a result, the child easily assimilates these pat-

pozitiv pentru propriii lor copii. Formarea unor
trasaturi negative la copiii care au asemenea pa-
rinti nu este exclusi, insd aceasta este o exceptie
ce se datoreazd unor factori negativi cu o forta
de penetratie foarte puternicj, in stare si anuleze
modelul parental.

In familiile in care parintii duc un mod de
viatd parazitar, au antecedente penale, nu mun-
cesc, consuma sistematic si abuziv bauturi alcoo-
lice, unde predomini licomia, egoismul §i profi-
tul, riscul aparitiei unor manifestari antisociale la
copii este foarte sporit.

O importantd deosebitd in modelarea per-
sonalititii minorului o are, de asemenea, stilul
educativ al parintilor. Daci el este echilibrat, in-
teligent, rational, bazat pe preocuparea constanti
a parintilor de a cunoagte profund viata copilului,
de a-i transmite acestuia o imagine exacti a reali-
tatilor care il inconjoara, de a-l face si inteleagd
posibilitatile reale care i se ofera pentru a-si satis-
face aspiratiile, constituie o premisd majora pen-
tru formarea unei personalititi armonioase (1, P
208].

Majoritatea minorilor delincventi provin
din familii in care stilul educativ este caracterizat
fie prin indiferentd, fie prin despotism, fie prin
rasfat excesiv. Astfel, un procent foarte mare al
delincventilor minori care comit infractiuni vio-
lente sau contra patrimoniului provin din familii
in care parintii se dezintereseaza de educatia si
supravegherea copiilor, acestia evadind deseori
in medii nocive unde isi fac prieteni din categoria
persoanelor cu comportamente antisociale.

Familia, incorporind copilul in structura
sa emotionald, ii asigurd socializarea primari prin
infiltrarea lui in societate. Daci aceasta nu are loc,
copilul se instraineaza de familie, iar in consecinta
el se poate indeparta de societate, de institutiile
si valorile ei, inclusiv de microgrupurile sociale.
Aceasti indepirtare poate sa se transforme intr-o
dezadaptare durabili, un mod de viati instrainat,
inclusiv cersitul si vagabondajul, in cazul in care
nu vor fi realizate unele masuri speciale de edu-
catie.

Formarea nefavorabild a personalitatii se
prelungeste in microgrupurile de persoane cu orien-
tare antisociald care au aproximativ aceeasi varsta.

terns of behavior which, in turn, later stimulates
him to commit some delinquent acts by repro-
ducing the assimilated patterns.

Parents’” behavior that is characterized by
faith, honesty, respect for work, and social values
will be a positive example for their own children.
The formation of negative traits in children who
have such parents is not excluded, but this is an
exception due to negative factors with a very
strong penetrating force, able to cancel the paren-
tal model.

In families where parents lead a parasitic
lifestyle, have a criminal record, do not work, sys-
tematically consume alcohol, where greed, self-
ishness and profit predominate, the risk of antiso-
cial manifestations in children is very high.

Particular importance in shaping the per-
sonality of the minor has also the educational
style of the parents. If the parent is balanced, in-
telligent, rational, based on the constant concern
to know deeply the child’s life, to give him an ac-
curate picture of the realities around him, to make
him understand the real possibilities offered to
him, satisfies aspirations, all these make a major
premise for the formation of a harmonious per-
sonality [1, p. 208].

Most juvenile delinquents come from
families where the educational style is charac-
terized by indifference, despotism or excessive
spoiling. Thus, a very high percentage of juvenile
delinquents who commit violent crimes or crimes
against property come from families where par-
ents are disinterested in the education and super-
vision of children, they often escape to harmful
environments where they make friends in the cat-
egory of people with antisocial behavior.

The family, incorporating the child in his
emotional structure, ensures his primary social-
ization by infiltrating into the society. If this does
not happen, the child becomes estranged from
the family, and consequently he can move away
from society, its institutions and values, including
social micro groups. This removal can turn into
a lasting maladaptation, an alienated way of life,
including begging and vagrancy, if some special
educational measures are not taken.

Unfavorable personality formation is pro-



De regula, acestia reprezinti o comunitate forma-
ta din copii care au fost respinsi in trecut de famili-
ile lor. Stabilirea unor legituri de prietenie si gru-
parea lor are loc brusc, fiindci ei reprezinti unul
pentru altul o valoare sociali §i psihoemotionala
importanta. Organizarea in grup §i comunicarea
permanenti le permite de a rezista in fata societa-
tii, care deseori ii respinge.

In acest mod, existenta unor grupari crimi-
nale sau grupari cu viziuni amorale si norme an-
tisociale de comportament influenteazi negativ
formarea personalitatii. Totodata, acest fapt mai
este conditionat si de factorii sociali existenti in
societate. Persoanele instrdinate se vor asocia in-
evitabil in diferite grupari pentru a-si apara pro-
priile interese §i a se ajuta reciproc. Societatea in-
totdeauna ii va condamna, uitdnd de fiecare data
cd anume ea poarta vina existentei unor asemenea
fenomene.

De reguli, individul respins de familie ni-
mereste sub influenta puternici a grupirilor anti-
sociale, ai ciror membri comit de cele mai multe
ori infractiuni sau alte incilcari de lege.

Personalitatea infractorului se formeaza
nu doar sub influenta micromediului, ci i a feno-
menelor sau proceselor macrosociale, prin actiunea
dubli a acestora: 1) directi — in special prin inter-
mediul surselor mass-media si 2) indirectd — prin
intermediul mediului social in general.

La formarea personalititii infractorului un
rol semnificativ il joaca scoala. Meniti s dezvolte
capacitatile, s3 transmitd cunostintele profesiona-
le, s formeze, sa dezvolte si s consolideze apti-
tudinile, scoala pregiteste tinira generatie pentru
viata.

Corelatia dintre criminalitate si nivelul de
instruire si educatie nu poate fi neglijati. Persoa-
nele cu un volum redus de cunostinte, cu caren-
te educationale pronuntate, fird o reprezentare
exacta a valorilor si normelor sociale, nu discern
binele de rau si licitul de ilicit. O mare parte a in-
fractiunilor, in special cele cu caracter violent, se
comit de persoanele cu studii medii incomplete
si de cei care au un statut ocupational instabil sau
nu il au deloc, multi dintre acestia neavand nici o
calificare.

They are
usually a community of children who have been
rejected by their families in the past. The estab-
lishment of friendships and their grouping takes
place suddenly, because they represent for each
other an important social and psycho-emotional
value. Group organization and constant commu-
nication allow them to resist in the face of society,
which often rejects them.

In this way, the existence of criminal
groups or groups with amoral visions and antiso-
cial norms of behavior negatively influences the
formation of personality. At the same time, this
fact is also conditioned by the social factors exist-
ing in the society. Alienated people will inevitably
associate in different groups to defend their own
interests and help each other. Society will always
condemn them, forgetting that it is its guilty for
the existence of such phenomena.

As a rule, the individual rejected by the
family finds himself under the strong influence of
antisocial groups, whose members often commit
crimes or other violations of the law.

The personality of the offender is formed
not only under the influence of the microenviron-
ment, but also of the macro-social phenomena or
processes, through their double action: 1) direct -
especially through mass-media sources and 2) in-
direct — through the social environment in general.

The school plays a significant role in the
formation of the offender’s personality. Aimed
at developing skills, transmitting professional
knowledge, training, developing and strengthen-
ing skills, the school prepares the young genera-
tion for life.

The correlation between crime and the lev-
el of training cannot be neglected. People with a
low volume of knowledge, with pronounced edu-
cational deficiencies, without an exact represen-
tation of social values and norms, do not discern
the good of evil and the law of illicit. A large pro-
portion of crimes, especially those of a violent na-
ture, are committed by persons with incomplete
secondary education, who have unstable occupa-
tional status or have no occupation at all, many of
whom have no qualifications.
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in formarea unor aptitudini individuale, care ii
asigurd personalititii indeplinirea unor roluri si
functii in societate, il are profesia.

Also, a very important role in the formation
of individual skills, which ensures the personality
of fulfilling certain roles and functions in society,
has the profession. The profession itself is nothing
more than a way to avoid delinquency by accu-
mulating honest income. Without any doubt, the
lack of permanent job and unemployment are
essential criminogenic factors, which essentially
favor the formation of the offender’s personality.

Conclusions. Personality represents the
social quality of a human that is not acquired
from birth, but is formed under the social rela-
tionships. Since human’s nature is biosocial, his
deeds have a double determination; biological
aspect is in a relationship of “subordination” to
the social one, manifesting itself through it in a
harmonized form.

Finally, adult socialization is built on the
background of knowledge, skills and motivations
acquired during primary socialization, later inter-
vening many other instances, factors and agents
characterized by educational structures and
mechanisms of influence. As a result of the whole
process, the behaviors of individuals are identi-
fied with the requirements of social roles, in such
a way that the sociocultural prescriptions of the
psychosocial environment become constant and
basic landmarks of the personality [2].

At the same time, it is important to men-
tion that the exclusive approach of the offender
as a bearer of social evil is not exactly correct, be-
cause he is a personality with unique traits accu-
mulated throughout his life, even if the letter have
led to criminal behavior. Each individual is inter-
esting in his own way and, for these reasons; we
must know his fate and his specific circumstances
of existence. This is not necessary to justify the of-
fender, but to explain the causes of his criminal
behavior. Consequently, the accumulated infor-
mation can facilitate the taking of appropriate de-
cisions in certain situations, the correct and fair
application of the criminal punishment, the effec-
tive correction of the convicted person, through
the manifestation of humanism, etc.

Only the consideration of the fact that each
individual is unique in his own way allows us to
understand why one and the same external in-
