In perioada contemporand, procesul
de integrare europeand, de la crearea CECO
pana la formarea UE, a dus la transferul
unor competente nationale catre institutii
supranationale, promovand politici comune
in diverse domenii.

In the modern context, the
governments must continuously adapt to the
challenges, including the complexity of global
issues and rapid development of new technolo-
gies, reinforcing in that way their crucial role in
providing stability and progress of society.

Each type of government regime, presi-
dential, parliamentary and mixt defines the
role and place of government in distinct ways,
influencing the balance of power and the way
policies are implemented. In all presidential re-
gimes, the government works under the direct
authority of the president, with clear delimita-
tion from the legislature. In the parliamentary
regimes, the government is dependent on the
confidence of parliament, promoting a close
cooperation between the executive and the leg-
islature. Mixed regimes combine the elements
of both systems, offering a balance between the
powers of the president and of prime-minister.

The principle of power separation, for-
mulated by Montesquieu, as far back as medi-
eval times, underlines the importance of a clear
delimitation between the legislative, executive
and judicial powers. This delimitation is essen-
tial for maintaining balance in the state and for
prevention of excessive accumulation of power
in a single institution or person, thus ensur-
ing harmonious and democratic functioning of
government.

In the contemporary period, the EU inte-
gration process, before creating the European
Coal and Steel Community (ECSC) until the EU
building, led to the transfer of some national
competencies to supranational institutions
promoting joint policies in various fields. This
cooperation was essential for Europe’s stability
and prosperity, demonstrating governments’
capacity to adapt and efficiently collaborate to
respond to global and regional challenges.

The study aims to explore and compare
governmental structures and extensions of the
executive powers in various European states.
This action will provide not only a profound
understanding of the power dynamics in dif-
ferent political systems but also will contribute
to the academic discourse about the efficiency
and adaptability of the governments before a
global message in continuous change.
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METODOLOGIE

METHODOLOGY

DISCUSSIONS AND RESULTS

The evolution of the state and human
society implied the development of an admin-
istrative structure capable of implementing po-
litical decisions and managing public activities.
This structure, known as executive power is
essential for the efficient functioning of a state,
being responsible for law application and over-
all conducting of public administration.

An analysis of the evolution of govern-
ment institutions, influenced by major histori-
cal events in Europe and the modern period,
highlights the diversity and complexity of Eu-
ropean political structures. One example is the
French Revolution of 1789, which has been
nourished by a series of economic, social and
political factors. The increase in taxation, grow-
ing social inequalities, and the spread of revo-
lutionary ideas created a favorable climate for
significant change. This led to the collapse of
the absolutist monarchy and the establishment
of a republic based on principles of equality,
liberty and fraternity.

The revolution led to the abolition of old
feudal structures, introducing new republican
institutions such as the National Assembly and
National Convention, which laid the foundation
of a political system in which democratic repre-
sentation and the rule of law became the funda-
ments of the government. A separation of pow-
ers was established, and the government was
restructured to reflect the will of the people,
marking a significant change from monarchical
authority to popular sovereignty.

The Revolution inspired the Napole-
onic Civil Code, which standardized laws and
consolidated the principles of modern law
throughout Europe. These reforms were essen-
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Aceste reforme au fost esentiale pentru forma-
rea statelor moderne, promovand un sistem
judiciar egalitar si un cadru administrativ cen-
tralizat.

Revolutia Industriald a transformat Eu-
ropa dintr-o societate agrara in una industriala.
Aceasta a dus la dezvoltarea masiva a oraselor si
la cresterea clasei muncitoare. Pe fondul acestor
schimbari, guvernele au fost nevoite sa intervina
pentru a reglementa conditiile de munca si pen-
tru a asigura sanatatea publica [1].

Pentru a raspunde noilor realitati econo-
mice si sociale, guvernele europene au intro-
dus diverse reglementari. Acestea au inclus legi
privind orele de munca, conditiile de munca si
protectia muncitorilor. De asemenea, au fost
initiate politici pentru dezvoltarea infrastruc-
turii, cum ar fi constructia de drumuri si cai fe-
rate, pentru a sprijini expansiunea industriala
si urbanizarea rapida.

Revolutiile europene din 1848 au fost
declansate de nemultumiri legate de autorita-
rism, lipsa drepturilor civile si dorinta de uni-
tate nationald. Aceste miscari au fost puternic
influentate de ideile liberale si nationaliste si
au cuprins intreaga Europd, de la Franta si Sta-
tele Germane, pana la Piemont (in viitor Italia)
si Imperiul Austriac.

Aceste revolutii au dus la cereri pentru
constitutii scrise, drepturi civile si vot univer-
sal masculin. Guvernele au fost fortate sa accep-
te reforme democratice, care au inclus extinde-
rea sufragiului si consolidarea parlamentelor ca
institutii centrale in procesul legislativ.

Desi multe dintre aceste revolutii au fost
inabusite, ele au lasat o mostenire durabila prin
accelerarea proceselor de democratizare si uni-
ficare nationalda. Au fost adoptate constitutii
noi, iar ideile de libertate si natiune au continu-
at sa influenteze politicile europene, pregatind
terenul pentru dezvoltarea statelor nationale
moderne.

Primul Razboi Mondial (1914-1918) a
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tial in the formation of modern states, promot-
ing an egalitarian judicial system and a central-
ized administrative framework.

The Industrial Revolution transformed
Europe from an agrarian to an industrial soci-
ety, which led to the massive development of
cities and the rise of the working class. Against
this backdrop, governments had to intervene to
regulate working conditions and ensure public
health [1].

To respond to new economic and social
realities, European governments have intro-
duced various regulations, which included leg-
islation on working hours, working conditions
and worker protection. There were also initi-
ated Policies to develop infrastructure, such as
roads and railways, to support industrial ex-
pansion and rapid urbanization.

In the long term, the Industrial Revolu-
tion led to an increase in government involve-
ment in the economy and society, laying the
foundations for the modern welfare state. It
led to the creation of social welfare institutions
and strengthened the role of government in
managing economic and social problems.

The European revolutions of 1848 were
inspired by dissatisfaction with authoritarian-
ism, lack of civil rights and the desire for na-
tional unity. These movements were strongly
influenced by liberal and nationalistic ideas
and spread across Europe, from France and
Germany to Italy and the Austrian Empire.

These revolutions led to demands for
written constitutions, civil rights and universal
male suffrage. The governments were forced to
accept democratic reforms, which included ex-
panding suffrage and strengthening parliaments
as central institutions in the legislative process.

Though most of these revolutions were
suppressed, they left a lasting legacy by accel-
erating the processes of democratization and
national unification. New constitutions were
adopted, while ideas of freedom and nation-
hood continued to influence European politics,
paving the way for the development of modern
national states.

The First World War (1914-1918)
marked the end of an era for Europe, leading
to the break-up of large multinational empires
such as the Austro-Hungarian Empire, the Ot-
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marcat sfarsitul unei ere pentru Europa, ducand
la destramarea marilor imperii multinationale
precum Imperiul Austro-Ungar, Imperiul Oto-
man, Imperiul German si Imperiul Rus. Aceasta
a creat un vid de putere si a dat nastere la noi
state nationale bazate pe principiul autodeter-
mindrii, promovand ideea ca fiecare natiune
are dreptul sa-si formeze propriul stat suveran.

Tratatul de la Versailles din 1919 si alte
acorduri de pace ulterioare au redesenat harta
Europei, Infiintdnd state noi, cum ar fi Cehoslo-
vacia, lugoslavia, Polonia si Tarile Baltice. Aceste
noi state au adoptat adesea constitutii democra-
tice si au creat institutii guvernamentale moder-
ne, reflectand dorinta de a se distanta de monar-
hiile si imperiile autoritare ale trecutului.

Noua configuratie politicd a impus gu-
vernelor nationale sa adopte structuri adminis-
trative si politice mai flexibile si mai adaptate la
nevoile cetatenilor. Aceste guverne au avut de
gestionat diverse provocari, inclusiv legate de
minoritati etnice si teritoriale, ceea ce a nece-
sitat politici de integrare si coeziune nationala.

Al Doilea Razboi Mondial (1939-1945)
a avut un impact devastator asupra Europei,
accentuand diviziunile politice si economi-
ce care au dus la Razboiul Rece. La sfarsitul
conflagratiei mondialei, Europa a fost impartita
in doua blocuri ideologice si politice distincte:
blocul estic, dominat de Uniunea Sovieticg,
si blocul vestic, influentat de Statele Unite si
democratiile liberale [2]:

e Blocul Estic: Tarile din Europa de Est
au fost transformate 1n state comuniste, unde
Partidul Comunist a preluat controlul complet
asupra guvernelor. Aceste regimuri au imple-
mentat planificarea economica centralizata, au
nationalizat industriile si au restrictionat sever
libertatile civile si politice. Sistemele de guver-
nare erau caracterizate prin centralizarea pu-
terii si controlul total al partidului asupra vietii
economice si sociale;

e Blocul Vestic: In Europa de Vest,
democratiile liberale au fost consolidate, gu-
vernele punand un accent major pe reconstru-
irea post-razboi si dezvoltarea statului de bu-
nastare. Acest model a promovat interventia
guvernamentald In economie pentru a asigura
securitatea sociala, sanatatea publicd, educatia
si dezvoltarea infrastructurii.
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toman Empire, the German Empire and the
Russian Empire. It created a power vacuum
and gave rise to new national states based on
the principle of self-determination, promoting
the idea that each nation has the right to form
its sovereign state.

The Treaty of Versailles in 1919 and
other subsequent peace treaties redrew the
map of Europe, creating new states such as
Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia, Poland and the
Baltic states. These new states often adopted
democratic constitutions and created modern
government institutions, reflecting a desire to
distance themselves from the authoritarian
monarchies and empires of the past.

The new political configuration required
national governments to adopt administrative
and political structures that were more flexible
and responsive to the needs of their citizens.
These governments had to deal with various
challenges, including ethnic and territorial mi-
norities, which required policies of integration
and national cohesion.

The Second World War (1939-1945) had
a devastating impact on Europe, accentuating
the political and economic divisions that led to
the Cold War. At the end of the conflict, Europe
was divided into two distinct ideological and
political blocs: the Eastern bloc, dominated by
the Soviet Union, and the Western bloc, influ-
enced by the United States and the liberal de-
mocracies [2]:

e Eastern Bloc: Eastern European coun-
tries were transformed into communist states,
where the Communist Party took complete
control of the governments. These regimes
implemented centralized economic planning,
nationalized industries and severely restricted
civil and political liberties. Government sys-
tems were characterized by centralization of
power and total party control over the eco-
nomic and social life;

e Western Bloc: In Western Europe, lib-
eral democracies were consolidated, with
governments placing a major emphasis on
post-war reconstruction and welfare state de-
velopment. This model promoted government
intervention in the economy to ensure social
security, public health, education and infra-
structure development.
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e Planul Marshall (1948-1952), initiat de
Statele Unite, a fost crucial pentru reconstructia
economica a Europei de Vest. Fondurile si aju-
torul tehnic furnizate prin acest plan au permis
guvernelor occidentale sa reconstruiasca econo-
miile devastate de razboi si sa promoveze stabi-
litatea politica si prosperitatea economica. Acest
ajutor a intarit democratiile parlamentare si a
accelerat procesul de integrare europeana.

Diviziunea ideologica din timpul raz-
boiului rece a stabilit doua directii ideologi-
ce distincte: Guvernele comuniste din Est si
Democratiile liberale din Vest. Guvernele co-
muniste din Est s-au remarcat prin planificare
economica centralizatd, implementand planuri
economice cincinale si concentrand resursele
in sectoarele industriale si militare. Aceasta
planificare stricta a fost menita sd elimine eco-
nomia de piata si sa asigure controlul complet
al statului asupra productiei si distributiei de
bunuri. De asemenea, un punct culminant a
fost stabilit prin restrictionarea libertatilor ci-
vile, sistemele comuniste restrictionand liber-
tatea de exprimare, de miscare si de asociere.
Mijloacele de comunicare Tn masa si institutiile
culturale au fost supuse unei cenzuri stricte, iar
opozitia politica a fost suprimata prin metode
represive.

Democratiile liberale din Vest au promo-
vat consolidarea democratiilor parlamentare
prin alegeri libere si competitive, promovarea
drepturilor omului si respectarea statului de
drept. Sistemele politice au fost caracterizate
de pluralism si separatia puterilor. Guvernele
occidentale au extins politicile de stat de bu-
nastare, ca raspuns la cerintele sociale si eco-
nomice ale populatiilor lor. Aceasta a inclus
servicii de sanatate gratuite, educatie accesibi-
13, asigurari sociale si programe de somaj, toa-
te finantate printr-o combinatie de impozitare
progresiva si contributii de securitate sociala.

Procesul deintegrare europeand, ainceput
odata cu crearea In 1951 a Comunitatii Euro-
pene a Carbunelui si Otelului (CECO), initiativa
propusa de Robert Schuman, si a continuat cu
formarea Uniunii Europene. Acest proces a im-
plicat transferul unei parti a competentelor
nationale catre institutii europene, precum Co-
misia Europeana si Parlamentul European, care
au Inceput sa joace roluri cruciale in reglemen-
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e The Marshall Plan (1948-1952), initi-
ated by the United States, was crucial to the
economic reconstruction of Western Europe.
The funds and technical assistance it provided
enabled Western governments to rebuild war-
torn economies and promote political stability
and economic prosperity. It strengthened par-
liamentary democracies and accelerated the
process of European integration.

The ideological division during the Cold
War established two distinct ideological direc-
tions: communist governments in the East and
liberal democracies in the West. Communist
governments in the East were characterized by
centralized economic planning, which imple-
mented five-year economic plans, concentrating
resources in the industrial and military sectors.
This strict planning was designed to eliminate
the market economy and ensure complete state
control over the production and distribution of
goods. A culmination was also established by re-
stricting civil liberties because communist sys-
tems restricted freedom of speech, movement
and association. Mass media and cultural insti-
tutions were subject to strict censorship, and
political opposition was suppressed by repres-
sive methods.

The liberal democracies of the West have
promoted the consolidation of parliamentary
democracies, strengthened by free and com-
petitive elections, the promotion of human
rights and respect for the rule of law. Politi-
cal systems were characterized by pluralism
and separation of powers. Western govern-
ments have expanded welfare state policies in
response to the social and economic demands
of their populations. This included free health
services, affordable education, social insurance
and unemployment programs; all financed
through a combination of progressive taxation
and social security contributions.

The process of European integration,
which began with the creation of the European
Coal and Steel Community (ECSC), an initiative
proposed by Robert Schuman and continued
with the formation of the European Union, re-
duced national sovereignty in favor of supra-
national governance. This process involved the
transfer of some national competencies to Eu-
ropean institutions, such as the European Com-
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tarea si coordonarea politicilor economice si so-
ciale Intre statele membre.

CECO a fost conceputa pentru a coordona
productia de carbune si otel intre sase tari fon-
datoare: Franta, Germania de Vest, Italia, Bel-
gia, Tarile de Jos si Luxemburg. Scopul principal
a fost prevenirea razboaielor prin integrarea
economiilor si crearea unei interdependente
intre statele europene, in special intre Franta
si Germania, doua tari cu o istorie de conflicte.

In 1957, Tratatul de la Roma a dus la
crearea Comunitatii Economice Europene
(CEE), extinzand integrarea economica pentru
a include un vast numar de politici economice
si sociale comune. CEE a stabilit obiectivul
pietei comune, eliminand barierele comerciale
si tarifare Intre statele membre si promovand
libera circulatie a bunurilor, serviciilor,
capitalurilor si persoanelor. Aceasta a necesitat
o coordonare stransa intre guvernele nationale
si institutiile europene emergente, cum ar fi
Comisia Europeana [3].

Tratatul de la Maastricht din 1992 a fost
un moment decisiv pentru evolutia integrarii
europene, transformand CEE in Uniunea Euro-
peand (UE) [4]. Acesta a introdus conceptul de
uniune politica si economicg, stabilind o struc-
tura cu trei piloni: Comunitatile Europene, Po-
litica Externa si de Securitate Comuna (PESC)
si Cooperarea In domeniul Justitiei si Afaceri-
lor Interne (JAI) [5]. Tratatul de la Maastricht
a consolidat si extins rolurile institutiilor euro-
pene, cum ar fi Parlamentul European si Banca
Centrala Europeang, si a pregatit calea pentru
crearea monedei unice euro [6].

Procesul de integrare a implicat transfe-
rul unor competente nationale catre institutiile
europene, pundndu-si amprenta asupra unor
domenii cheie precum [7]:

e Politica economicd si monetard: Intro-
ducerea monedei euro si coordonarea politici-
lor economice intre statele membre;

e Politica comerciald: Stabilirea unei
politici comerciale comune si reprezentarea
unitard a UE 1n cadrul Organizatiei Mondiale a
Comertului (OMC);

e Politica agrard: Implementarea Politicii
Agricole Comune (PAC), care a uniformizat stan-
dardele agricole si a sustinut dezvoltarea ruralg;

e Politica de mediu: Adoptarea unor stan-
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mission and the European Parliament, which
began to play crucial roles in regulating and
coordinating economic and social policies be-
tween Member States.

The ECSC was set up to coordinate coal
and steel production between six founding
countries: France, West Germany, Italy, Bel-
gium, the Netherlands, and Luxembourg. The
main aim was to prevent wars by integrating
economies and creating interdependence be-
tween European countries, particularly be-
tween France and Germany, two countries with
a history of conflict.

In 1957, the Treaty of Rome led to the
creation of the European Economic Commu-
nity (EEC), extending economic integration to
include a wide range of joint economic and so-
cial policies. The EEC set the goal of the com-
mon market, eliminating trade and tariff bar-
riers between member states and promoting
the free movement of goods, services, capital
and people. This required close coordination
between national governments and emerging
European institutions such as the European
Commission [3].

The Maastricht Treaty of 1992 was a turn-
ing point in the evolution of European integra-
tion, transforming the EEC into the European
Union (EU) [4]. It introduced the concept of the
political and economic union, establishing a
three-pillar structure: The European Commu-
nities, the Common Foreign and Security Policy
(CFSP) and Cooperation in the field of Justice
and Home Affairs (JHA) [5]. The Maastricht
Treaty strengthened and expanded the roles of
the European institutions, such as the European
Parliament and the European Central Bank, and
paved the way for the creation of the euro [6].

The integration process involved the
transfer of national competencies to the Euro-
pean institutions, affecting key areas such as [7]:

e Economic and monetary policy: the in-
troduction of the euro and the coordination of
economic policies between Member States;

e Trade policy: Establishing a Common
trade policy and unitary representation of the
EU in the World Trade Organization (WTO);

e Agricultural policy: Implementation of
the Common Agricultural Policy (CAP), which
has standardized agricultural standards and

Astfel, Guvernele europene colaborea-
za pentru a aborda provocarile schimbarilor
climatice prin politici comune de reducere a
emisiilor si promovare a energiei regenerabile.
UE a stabilit obiective ambitioase in cadrul Pac-
tului Verde European, care include initiative
pentru atingerea neutralitatii climatice pana in
2050 [8].

Crizele migratorii au necesitat o cooperare
stransa intre statele membre si institutiile euro-
pene pentru gestionarea fluxurilor de migrantii
si asigurarea securitatii frontierelor externe ale
UE. Politica comuna de azil si migratie incearca
sa distribuie responsabilitatile in mod echitabil
intre statele membre.

Crizele economice, cum ar fi cea finan-
ciara din 2008, au evidentiat necesitatea unei
coordonari economice si financiare mai stranse
in cadrul UE. Mecanisme precum Fondul Euro-
pean de Stabilitate Financiara si Uniunea Ban-
cara Europeana au fost create pentru a asigu-
ra stabilitatea economica si financiara a zonei
euro [9].

In era globalizirii, guvernele europene
se implica activ in domenii ce tin de coopera-
rea internationala pentru a aborda proble-
me globale, colabordand cu organisme precum
Organizatia Natiunilor Unite (ONU) si Grupul
celor 20 (G20).

e Environmental policy: Adoption of com-
mon standards to protect the environment and
combat climate change.

European integration has led to the
adoption of common policies in various fields,
requiring continuous adjustments by national
governments: trade and the internal market
(trade liberalization and harmonization of
commercial regulations), agriculture (stan-
dardization of agricultural policies and support
for farmers through subsidies), environment
(implementation of strict environmental pro-
tection policies and reduction of carbon emis-
sions), and human rights (promotion and pro-
tection of fundamental citizens’ rights).

Thus, European governments collabo-
rate to address the challenges of climate change
through joint policies aimed at reducing emis-
sions and promoting renewable energy. The
EU has set ambitious targets under the Euro-
pean Green Deal, which includes initiatives to
achieve climate neutrality by 2050 [8].

Migration crises have required close co-
operation between member states and Euro-
pean institutions to manage migration flows
and ensure the security of the EU’s external
borders. The common asylum and migration
policy seeks to distribute responsibilities fairly
among member states.

Economic crises, such as the 2008 finan-
cial crisis, have highlighted the need for closer
economic and financial coordination within the
EU. Mechanisms such as the European Finan-
cial Stability Facility and the European Bank-
ing Union were created to ensure the economic
and financial stability of the Eurozone [9].

In the era of globalization, European gov-
ernments are actively involved in international
cooperation to address global issues, collabo-
rating with organizations such as the United
Nations (UN) and the Group of 20 (G20). This
has led to the development of a multilateral
governance framework, in which European
and national institutions work together to for-
mulate and implement effective policies at the
global level [10].
